Registrations are now open for OOTB’s one-day
workshop with Zimbabwean visual artist Chikonzero
Chazunguza. The date is Tuesday, May 21, the day
after our monthly evening meeting where Chiko as
OOTB’s special guest will talk about his multimedia
art.

In the May 21 workshop participants will examine the
basic visual language in exercises that explore the
visual elements, examining what the eyes really see in
all that we have around us.

Says Chiko: “I believe that CREATIVITY occurs best
when there is need, pressure and drive. Creativity for
me is most meaningful when it relates to the
individual. So the exercises that | bring to the class
allow each individual participant to create their own
need and independent thinking while making choices
that would eventually help evaluate self in the
completed works. They appear to be playing and by
understanding the play, they begin to put the
necessary PRESSURE on themselves.”

Register now and save $10: The workshop cost is
$90 for members who register on or before Monday,
March 18. After that date, the cost will be $100 and
workshop registration will be opened to non-OOTB
members. Your space is reserved once OOTB
Treasurer Sandy Goldsmith receives payment. OOTB
policy is that workshop fees are non-refundable but
participants may find someone to take their place.

Learning with Jan Beaney and Jean
Littlejohn

| recently had the opportunity to take a wonderful 8-day
class from the Master stitchers - Jan Beaney and Jean
Littlejohn - affectionately known as Double Trouble. The
course was titled "Transitions from Thin to Thick" and
was offered at the Callaway Gardens School of
Needlearts in Georgia, U.S.A. The course far
exceeded my very high expectations. Jan and Jean are
superb teachers - supportive, knowledgeable, generous
and very professional. Everyday we did a new project
and learned new techniques to make a number of thin

fragile fabrics as well as very thick fabrics. The
course kit included the various soluable fabrics we
needed, specialized products and threads, a
sketchbook, photos and a copy of their booklet Fragile
Fabrics. Everyday there were huge numbers of
samples produced by the teachers to examine along
with their awesome sketchbooks. Students were
encouraged to mat up their finished work and display
them in the classroom. On the last day the other
students were invited to an "exhibit" of our work. [I'll
bring my class samples to the February meeting to
show them to anyone who is interested in this work.

Some things | learned from this experience:

e The more you look, the more you see

e Sketching lets you know your subject better

e Using Ls to frame the piece from the outset is
very helpful

e Stitch is a very important line - always stitch
sympathetically, Ask yourself - what is the
task of the stitch?

e Take time to do many samples (so hard to do)

e Explore hand stitching to really understand
every stitch's potential - play with thin and
thick threads as well as matte and shiny ones

e Always stitch the structure of the piece before
doing details

e There is so much more to learn about fibre
art!

Beaney and Littlejohn have produced a number of
DVDs and they are all excellent. | bought their latest
one "In Stitches" for the OOTB library. It's a 4 hour
DVD (2 discs) that explores hand stitching
comprehensively. It covers history, materials and
finishing techniques and explores stitching as lines, as
patterns, as textures, and as marks. It is filled with
luscious samples and finished pieces. | highly
recommend it to everyone who enjoys stitching.
