The Color Wheel Challenge 
 

 
Phase One: 
Last year, we launched the OOTB challenge and we 
ended up with 32 (one is still coming) outstanding and 
very different  ‘Twelve by 12’-art pieces. The two 
colours chosen were Violet and Orange.  
 
The exhibit spent one month in the window of Wabi 
Sabi on Wellington Street and then it went to Fibre 
Fling. We have received amazing feedback with 
regards to the exhibit. 
 
At the April meeting, I talked about the preliminary 
steps in planning for an exhibit catalogue at the end of 
the process. Remember, the idea is to have 6 colours, 
a colour wheel at the end.  
 
Big thanks to Pat Hardie who agreed to take pictures 
of all of the pieces and to Chris Burdridge, who is 
putting the data together. Helen Gordon just 
volunteered to do the desktop publishing part. We are 
going to be an amazing team. Thank you to the three 
of you and also to Meredith for providing storage and 
hanging possibilities since the two first colours will be 
on display in her store, Canada Bead,  for the year.  
 
2013-2014 
As mentioned at the meeting, the two colours for this 
year will be a turquoise and a yellow. I am having so 
much difficulty in finding the perfect colours right now, 
that the plan B is to provide you with a piece of fabric 
with the colour. This will be done at the next meeting. 
For people who will not be attending or are far away, I 
could mail you the colour sample. 
Still, I would encourage you to write to me and to tell 
me which colours you will be doing. I am looking for 
16 pieces in turquoise and 16 pieces in yellow.  
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Techniques:  
- Any technique or medium is acceptable but each 
piece must be attached to a 12x12 stretched canvas. I 
had suggested ¾ inch thick but since people are using 
different techniques, etc…at this point, I don’t think the 
canvas thickness really matter since there were some 
three dimension art works. 
 
Hanging devices: 
-We need to review the hanging devices. It did not quite 
work as I hope. More to come on this subject. 
Deadlines 
 
I had suggested September in order to start on the next 
colors, however, Yellow and Turquoise will be exhibited 
next March at Wabi Sabi and then at Fibre Fling. Lets 
aim at the end of September to finish yellow and 
turquoise and then we can start on the next two colours 
at the September/October meeting. However, if you are 
unable to finish for those dates, please talk to me. The 
deadline for yellow and turquoise are really end of 
February 2014. I am trying to keep the momentum 
going. 
 
Black and White and another colour: 
 
Lastly, it was suggested by some members that we 
could do some Black and White pieces with 20 % of 
another colour. I think it is a good idea. Although it might 
not be part of the colour wheel as such, it can be built as 
an exhibit for both Fibre Fling and the Museum Exhibit.  
If you want to participate, send me your name. Again, 
this one does not have an exact number of participants 
required. It would be nice if we have 16 participants. 
Then next year, we could do, White and Black, again 
with another colour. 
 
Any suggestions are always welcome. I really think to 
create artwork that can be used in a collective piece is 
manageable, easier to do for some of us and the end 
results is stunning. 

Member Profiles 
From Meredith Filshie 
 
Garrie Bea Joyce 
Let me introduce you to Garrie Bea Joyce . 
Garrie joined OOTB last fall. She had found one of our 
rack cards at the Mississippi Valley Textile Museum and 
was intrigued by the name as it matched where she 
was: merging/combining her art with fibre. 
 

Garrie was the member of the Show Committee who 
got us really organized with her amazing computer 
skills that produced spread sheets and artist cards 
recording photos and details of the 200 pieces in the 
most recent Fibre Fling. During these meetings, little 
bits of information trickled out about Garrie's art so I 
thought I would learn more. 
 
It is breathtaking listening to all the techniques Garrie 
has incorporated in her art over the years. In addition 
to the painterly arts, there is spinning, natural dying, 
weaving on and off loom, crocheting, knitting, 
couturier sewing, printing on non-traditional surfaces, 
printmaking, sculpture, pottery, silversmithing, 
lapidarian, woodcarving, engraving, silkscreening, and 
stone lithography. Obviously this has been a lifetime 
interest. She has a BFA from Mount Allison and 
taught Fine Arts during her working life. Garrie 
continues to learn and expand and grow her range of 
skills by taking workshops, especially in unfamiliar 
areas. The most recent one was on Zen painting with 
an emphasis the Enzo- the Oriental circle which 
represents “all” yet “nothing”. 
 
When asked what gives her inspiration, Garrie 
laughed and said that it is hard to turn the tap off. 
Everyday, she gets inspiration from something. The 
odd time when she is in a rut, she grabs her camera 
and gets in the car and just goes. She finds inspiration 
by looking at all forms of art and going to art shows. 
By looking at others' art, often there is a spark that 
leads her in another direction, exploring the "what 
would happen if ...................?" 
 
Garrie credits a workshop with Katherine Chang Liu, 
of California with providing her an approach to her art. 
By clarifying what you are thinking and what you want 
to express, it helps you to move forward more rapidly. 
This approach has also led Garrie to do a number of 
pieces in series. If a series has merit, it can run a long 
time as each piece leads to new ideas to explore 
depth, pattern, colour, and other means of using the 
techniques. 
 
Not only is Garrie a talented artist, she is techno 
savvy! We saw some of this during Fibre Fling, but 
there is more. She has developed a record keeping 
system for her art over the years which all of us could 
benefit from. She also could give us a workshop on 
using the digital camera as a creative device for our 
art. She has many pointers for preparing submissions 
for calls for entry including taking and submitting 
photographs. 
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Garrie is a very sharing person and I am looking forward 
to learning more from her. 
 
Rita Rottman 
Rita has been a long time member of Out of the Box - so 
long in fact that she can't remember when she joined! 
She has been an active member of the Planning 
Committee since 2008, been responsible for the library 
and all our wonderful books and in the last year has 
taken on the responsibility of the Show Committee. All of 
us who participated in the Fibre Fling II know how well 
organised she is. In spite of many uncertainties, she 
appeared unflappable to all of those volunteering to get 
the show up. 
 
But where does she come from in her fibre art self? 
 
Rita began sewing when she was about 9 along with 
doing some knitting, crocheting and embroidery. She 
began quilting when she stayed at home with her young 
children. Quilting had been a love of her paternal 
grandmother and she found out just within the last 10 
years, that her maternal great grandmother was also a 
quilter. In the early 1990's, Rita became the first certified 
quilt appraiser in Canada which required attending 
classes in Paducah, Kentucky as well as being an 
apprentice for 3 years. This certification led to a feature 
article in the Financial Post in the mid 1990's. She 
retired from this several years ago but will give guidance 
to people who are interested in historic quilts. 
 
Rita found out about OOTB at a quilt guild meeting. She 
was wanting to go beyond traditional quilting and was 
intrigued by what OOTB members were doing. Her 
passion is exploring texture, colour and stitching. She 
has done fabric dying, screen printing and has taken 
traditional art classes and a photography workshop to 
improve her skills. 
 
Inspiration for Rita comes from nature, people and 
books, talking to friends, visiting art shows, learning new 
techniques and taking workshops. looking forward, she 
wants to work more in mixed media and become more 
disciplined in figuring out what she wants to say and 
how. She has been using the "what if I did................?" 
technique as well as questioning "is that all there is?" as 
a means of moving forward with her art - an explorer at 
heart. 
 
Rita is a goldmine of information and a very sharing 
individual. I encourage you to seek her out if you have 
not already met her. 

A small book with big ideas 
Doreen Meyer 
 

No, I didn’t need another book, 
but it was a small one and not 
on art techniques. A little book 
about writing, titled “The 
Memoir Project: A Thoroughly 
Non-Standardized Text for 
Writing and Life.” I had to pick 
it up. 
 
There are so many ‘gems’ in 
this book by Marion Roach 
Smith that apply to doing art as 
well as writing that it’s quickly 

becoming my new best friend. While I write more 
easily than I make art these days, I had not thought of 
applying what I know about writing to the process of 
making art. 
 
Some of this may seem obvious to you, but I needed 
a book like this one to provoke a few “aha” moments. 
For example, “what you leave out is probably more 
important than what you leave in” (from Ernest 
Hemingway). Clutter makes for bad writing and bad 
art.  The edit is essential. One life event, one 
anecdote that’s of value to you, and more important, 
of value to the audience, is more likely to make a 
memorable and lasting impression.  
 
Roach Smith uses an illustration to make her point: 
think of laying out a few cards from a deck, each card 
moving the story you choose to tell forward. I liken the 
cards to the elements of art. How we choose to 
combine them should move our piece’s “story” 
forward. For example: What affect will my choice of 
colour have? What will it say to the viewer?  
 
Roach Smith’s class is called “writing what you know.” 
She calls it “realia – the small stuff, the true 
collectibles.” She suggests doing ongoing research, 
developing the practice of picking up “details” as you 
see them by jotting down ideas on index cards. The 
cards are easier to shuffle through later when pulling 
out usable ideas for a particular project.   
 
Another “aha” moment came when I read: “Act as if 
you’re on deadline.” Whether writing or creating art, 
discipline is essential. Practice can sometimes be 
another word for procrastination. 
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There were also a few points from the book’s last page 
that I think I can apply to my process of making art: 
× Pay Attention 
× Ask yourself, “What is this about?” 
× Focus your lens. 
× Map out your structure. 
× Choose your audience. 
× Edit with murder on your mind.
